Welcome to the 20" Annual Great Northern Arts Festival. This is a special
anniversary year which coincides with the 50" anniversary of the founding of
Inuvik and our theme this year is ‘Homecoming’. In that vein, we encourage
artists and performers from across the North to apply to be part of our most
ambitious festival yet, and to ‘come home’.

Artists and performers are selected to participate in the Festival each year based on
several criteria including genre, originality, quality, relevance to theme, region and
dedication to their art. We seek and encourage representation from new, emerging
artists as well as established creators and recognized masters of northern art.

The Great Northern Arts Festival will assist selected artists with travel to Inuvik and
provide modest, shared accommodation and cafeteria-style meals for the duration of
the event. The Festival is Drug and Alcohol-free, and chosen artists will be expected
to agree to follow a strict code of professional conduct during the event.

Each artist, in addition to exhibiting, selling and creating artwork during the Festival,
is also expected to participate in at least one formal outreach activity for the Festival
while in Inuvik. These activities are a key component for the community aspect of the
Festival and include putting on workshops for other artists and members of the public;
participating as a panel member in a professional development seminar/presentation;
and/or demonstrating technique for the public in our studio areas. These activities
not only help round out the Festival as the world’s premiere arts symposium north of
60 , but also assist artists with professional and personal development in a creative
setting.

The Festival encourages artists, in addition to leading their own workshop/seminar, to
sign up and participate in as many other professional development opportunities as
they want. We are all here to learn, share and communicate.

The deadline for the application is March 1, 2008, and to be considered for this year’s
festival, interested parties must submit:

A completed Artist Information Form

A completed Workshop/Seminar Application Form

A portfolio of digital images, photographs, slides or video of recent artwork,
presentations or performances

A current biography, curriculum vitae or resume; or the Artist Biography Form

Completed applications may be submitted by mail, e-mail or fax, with portfolios
attached or sent to the Festival under separate cover.

Incomplete and late applications will not be considered.
